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ARTS POLICY

RATIONALE 

At Stanningley Primary School we believe that the arts play an important role in the education of all our children, right from the foundation stage and onwards throughout their life. The arts encourage and foster imagination and creativity, develop practical and perceptual skills and promote intellectual and aesthetic development. The arts encompass art and design, drama, literature, music and dance.
PURPOSES

2. To enable the arts to act as a vehicle for developing confidence and self esteem, fostering a positive self image and fulfilling every child’s learning experiences.

3. To develop skills in observation, communication and to record their feelings and experiences in a variety of ways with passion and understanding. 

4. To promote the children’s awareness and respect of the diversity in the world around them.   

5. To develop knowledge and understanding of different artists, musicians, dancers, actors and their styles, skills and motivations. 

6.  To give all children the opportunity to initiate, plan, develop, present and evaluate their own work. This will ensure that every child can access the arts and succeed at their own level and pace. 

GUIDELINES 

1.The arts should not only be seen as discrete experiences, but also as an integrated part of our curriculum. Many of these learning experiences will be set in the context of other areas of the curriculum.

2. The processes and experiences which develop expressive skills must be valued in their own right regardless of the end product. 

3. Children’s efforts and contributions will be recognised and valued equally.

4. We will offer a rich environment where a range of natural, manufactured and recycled. A variety of media is provided for the children to create and design their own interpretations of the world around them. 

5. Children will have opportunities to share their learning and ideas, developing their confidence to present their achievements in a variety of manners.

6. Children will be exposed to a wide variety of stimuli in all areas of the arts, to encourage an analytical and appreciative approach.
7. Children will learn to use sketch books as a place to explore ideas and experiment techniques.
