Reminders


Please say your goodbyes to your children at the gate outside the Year 2 classroom at 8.40am every morning and wait for them at the fence at the end of the day. The children can only leave the classroom when the staff can see the adult who is expected to pick them up. Please be patient with us at the end of the day until you all become familiar to us. Your child’s safety is the most important thing.

Our Topic


This half term our whole school Value is RESPECT. 


 In Year 2 we will be taking some time to create our class rules / class promise and embed our class routines. 


We will begin our PSHE topic with Keeping Safe inside & outside. As part of our work for Black History, we will be looking at the life and work of Mary Seacole, the Jamaican-born nurse who cared for wounded British soldiers during the Crimean War. We will also be making links through Geography to know the names of and locate the seven continents of the world. We will be locating the five oceans of the world and recapping on the four capital cities of England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. 








Autumn Term 1  Maths Objectives


In mathematics we will be looking more in depth at the two following Strands.


Number: Place Value 


Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words. 


Recognise the place value of each digit in a two-digit number (tens, ones) 


Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations including the number line. 


Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs. 


Use place value and number facts to solve problems. 


Count in steps of 2, 3 and 5 from 0, and in tens from any number, forward and backward.  


Number: Addition and Subtraction 


Recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently, and derive and use related facts up to 100. 


Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including: a two-digit number and ones; a two-digit number and tens; two two-digit numbers; adding three one-digit numbers. 


Show that the addition of two numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and subtraction of one number from another cannot.


Solve problems with addition and subtraction: using concrete objects and pictorial representations, including those involving numbers, quantities and measures; applying their increasing knowledge of mental and written methods. 


Recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check calculations and solve missing number problems.





Homework and Reading Is part of our Home School Agreement 


Completed homework tasks need to be handed in on a Wednesday Morning. It is your child’s responsibility to place their completed homework into the homework trays provided.  Adults do not go through bags for homework or letters, so please remind children to hand things in. Children will have a Learn by Heart task and Weekly Spellings to learn. Children will be tested on these weekly on a Wednesday morning. There may also be a variety of Maths, English and Reading tasks to complete throughout the year. These tasks will follow the work that we are doing in class. Please help your child to complete these tasks. 


Reading group books will be sent home on Wednesday.  Your child is responsible for taking their book home and returning it each day. This will enable them to read at school at any available opportunity. 


Alongside their group reading book, your child will also be able to choose a Reading for Pleasure book. This book is a book that can be read to your child by an adult or older sibling or using the pictures / words read by themselves. Some people might like to read these daily or weekly, there will be no time scale for when you return these books. The Reading for Pleasure book does not need to be recorded or parent signed. However, we do have a log in school of which book your child has borrowed. Please encourage your child to read with you at home each evening. This will have a significant impact on their progress. Together we will make a difference. Please ask your child questions about the book they are reading, for example: What has happened in the story so far? Who are the main characters?  What are you enjoying about this story? Can you describe the main character?  
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PE -Year 2 will do PE on Mondays and Thursdays this half term  – Your child will be required to wear their P.E kit to school on these days.  The PE kit consists of BLACK SHORTS, LEGGINGS OR PLAIN BLACK TRACKSUIT BOTTOMS (NO LOGOS). A PLAIN WHITE ROUND-NECK T – SHIRT (NO LOGOS).  Your child will also require appropriate footwear (trainers must be worn outdoors).  Earrings MUST be removed before coming to school on PE days and long hair MUST be tied up.
