CHARGING AND REMISSIONS POLICY
This policy should be read in conjunction with Charging for school activities: Departmental advice for governing bodies, school leaders, school staff and local authorities (DFE May 2018)
Policy Aim

The aim of this policy is to set out 
· which charges will be levied for activities, 
· which remissions will be implemented 
· the circumstances under which voluntary contributions will be requested from parents. 
Note that CHARGES indicates a compulsory payment. VOLUNTARY contributions can be requested for those activities that require payments for them to go ahead, but which are not compulsory to be paid for by parents / carers. 

Responsibilities

The Governing Body of the school is responsible for determining the content of this policy and the Headteacher for its implementation. Any determination with respect to individual parents will be considered jointly by the Headteacher and Governing Body.

Charges which cannot be made

The Governing Body of the School recognise that legislation prohibits charges for the following;

· Education provided during school hours, including the supply of any materials, books, 

instruments or other equipment.

· Education provided outside school hours if it is part of the National Curriculum, or part of 
religious education.

· Tuition for pupils learning to play musical instruments if the tuition is required as part of the National Curriculum, or part of religious education.

· Education provided on any trip that takes place during school hours.

· Education provided on any trip that takes place outside school hours if it is part of the National Curriculum or part of religious education.

· Transporting registered pupils to or from the school premises, where the local education
authority has a statutory obligation to provide transport.
· Transporting registered pupils to other premises where the governing body or local authority has arranged for pupils to be educated

· Transport provided in connection with an educational trip.

Charges may be made for:
· The proportionate costs for an individual child for activities wholly or mainly outside school hours (‘optional extras’) to meet the costs for: travel, materials and equipment, non-teaching staff costs, entrance fees and insurance costs.
· Vocal and musical instrument tuition. 

· Extra-curricular activities and school clubs.

· Any extended school activity.
· Extended day services offered to pupils - Stanningley Care Club (after school provision) / Breakfast Club

· Deliberate damage/vandalism / loss to and of school property.
· School equipment such as book bags, pumps, etc. 
Voluntary Contributions

Parents will be asked to make a voluntary contribution for the following;

a) School trips 
b) Residential visits
d) Local visits

e) Transport costs for trips
The terms of any request made to parents will specify that it is a voluntary contribution and in no way represents a charge. In addition, the following will be made clear to parents:
a)  that the contribution is genuinely voluntary and a parent is under no obligation to pay.
b)  that registered pupils at the school will not be treated differently according to whether or not 
     their parents have made any contribution in response to the request.

c)  that insufficient payments of voluntary contributions could lead to cancellation of
     the experience. 

The responsibility for determining the level of voluntary contribution is delegated to the Headteacher.

Voluntary contributions will be used to:
• pay for transport costs
• pay for entry costs to places visited 

• pay for any other expenses related to an experience 
School Meals & Milk:
The school will determine and publish annually the price to be charged for school meals and milk. 
Remissions

In some instances, certain costs will be reduced or removed completely for some children – for example those for whom the Pupil Premium or the Pupil Premium Plus applies. Such examples include all / part of the cost for: 
· Residential visits

· School trips

· Breakfast Club
This Charging and Remissions Policy was formally reviewed and adopted by Stanningley Primary School in January 2023.
