Policy for Teaching Spanish 
Introduction

Learning a modern foreign language is a statutory requirement of the National Curriculum at Key Stage 2. We believe that many children really enjoy learning to speak another language and that the earlier a child is exposed to a foreign language, the faster the language is acquired. The modern foreign language taught at Stanningley Primary School is Spanish. 
Aims and objectives

The aims and objectives of learning a modern foreign language in primary school are:

· to foster an interest in learning other languages;

· to introduce young children to another language in a way that is enjoyable and fun;

· to make young children aware that language has structure

· to help children develop their awareness of cultural differences in other countries;

· to develop their speaking and listening skills;

· to lay the foundations for future learning

Organisation

Spanish is taught to Key Stage 2 children every week; all children in KS2 will receive one Spanish lesson each week. 
The curriculum

All Spanish teaching is underpinned by the National Curriculum Programme of Study;Teachers use a scheme called Language Angels to deliver lessons in Spanish. This is a highly structured programme which supports adults in delivering interesting, fun and informative Spanish lessons; it also enables teachers to learn along with the children. 
We teach the children to know and understand how to:

· ask and answer questions;

· use correct pronunciation and intonation;

· memorise words;

· interpret meaning;

· work in pairs and groups, and communicate in the other language;

· look at life in another culture.

The children’s learning in Spanish will include themes such as:

· Numbers and counting

· Colours

· Greetings

· Weather

· Animals and pets

· School

· Home

· Holidays 

Teaching and learning styles
We use a variety of techniques to encourage the children to have an active engagement in Spanish: these include games, role play, puppets and songs (particularly action songs). We place more emphasis on listening and speaking skills over reading and writing skills but children all have a Spanish book in which they will complete simple tasks and activities; these books are passed up to the next class at the end of each year. 
We also use a multi sensory and kinaesthetic approach to learning. We make the lessons as engaging and enjoyable as possible, as we realise that this approach enables children to better remember what they have learned, as well as serving to develop a positive attitude in the children to the learning of Spanish. We build children’s confidence through praise for any contribution they make in Spanish language, however tentative. 
Assessment

Children are assessed formatively throughout lessons. 
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
