 In Year 3 we will give out homework each week on a Thursday and this will be due back in school completed by the following Wednesday. If any child is unable to manage this, they will be expected to complete their work during break/lunchtimes. Please remember to complete homework in homework books, as pieces of paper tend to get lost if they have not been glued in.





All children should also continue to read regularly at home to an adult and record this in their reading record.  Children have a reading book which is colour coded to match their current reading level. I will be checking to make sure that all children have been reading at home and that this has been recorded/signed – please aim for at least 3 signatures per week.





For mental arithmetic, we will be doing an arithmetic test each week.  In terms of X tables, children should know their 2’s, 5’s and 10’s by now. Please do help them to be as quick and confident as possible when recalling these essential facts. By the end of year three, they will also need to know their 3’s, 4’s and 8’s





Spellings are an essential part of Year 3 learning. In Year 3 we will send home at least 10 spellings each week for the children to learn – these will focus on the spelling rules. As well as this your child will also take home the week’s learn by heart facts ready to be tested on the following week. Please ensure your child has their `learn by heart` book in school every Thursday and Friday and that they are learning these facts throughout the week in preparation for the test. 


The children also have their log in details for Lexia and TT Rockstars which they can access at home.
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PE


We have our PE slot on a Thursday.  Your child will need to arrive at school on this day already wearing their PE kit.  Our school PE kit consists of plain black shorts or leggings with a plain white, round-necked t-shirt (NO LOGOS/STRIPES) and appropriate footwear (trainers must be worn outdoors, especially when it is wet!). Please make sure your child is wearing their kit in school on a Thursday. Children must not wear earrings during PE lessons for safety reasons. Please make sure they leave them at home or are able to take them out themselves. As well as being good for your child’s health, PE is statutory, therefore all children must participate each lesson unless there is a medical reason to suggest otherwise. 


SWIMMING


Swimming will take place every Tuesday afternoon so it is important that the children arrive each Tuesday already wearing their PE kit, with their swimming kit in a bag.
