	What impact did the Anglo-Saxons have? 

Chronology:

Know that the way the kingdoms were divided led to the creation of some of our county boundaries today. Use a time line to show when the Anglo-Saxons were in England. Know how the lives of wealthy people were different from the lives of poorer people during this time
	
	Would the Vikings do anything for money? 
Chronology: 

Continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of british, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study; understand the history of britain as a coherent and chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day
The Viking and Anglo-Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England
Know where the Vikings originated from and show this on a map. Know that the Vikings and Anglo-Saxons were often in conflict. Know why the Vikings frequently won battles with the Anglo-Saxons. To explore whether available evidence always offers a balanced view. To find out about Viking life in Norway, Sweden and Denmark. To discover when, where and why Vikings settled in Britain. To ask whether King Alfred deserves the title ‘the Great’. To find out what evidence we have about the Vikings, and to evaluate this evidence.
	
	Why do we remember the Maya? 

Civilizations from 1000 years ago:
Learn about a non-European society – the Mayan civilisation c. 900AD – that provides contrasts with British history
The achievements of the earliest civilizations
To explore the lives of the Maya today, and use this as a way to begin to explore the Maya 1,000 years ago. To find out how the Mayans worshipped their gods, and to compare the Mayan creation myth with the Christian story of creation. To explore Mayan science and technology, and to reach a judgement about how advanced Maya society was. To explore what we can find out about the Maya from their ancient cities and ask why those deserted cities stayed hidden for so long. To try to explain what happened to most of the Maya around 900 AD.

	How is our country changing? 

Locational knowledge:
