· Number bonds/missing numbers (4 + _ = 10)

These are models we use in class to support the children’s learning…
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Geography 
We will starting by learning the 4 countries of the UK (England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland) and their corresponding flags. Then we will be looking at the 7 continents and 5 oceans of the World.
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We will be using songs and rhymes to help the children remember. We will share these with you as we learn them.   
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We will be looking at different kinds of materials. The children will be labelling objects around school to show which material they are made out of. Then we find out materials would be the best to design a bed for a dragon by completing some simple tests.
